Ingredients
* 5 ears corn on the cob

« 1 tbsp bacon grease

e 1 thsp sugar

e 1 thbsp cornmeal

¢ 3/4 cup heavy cream

e 1/4 cup grated parm cheese é.lém ;rgary

Remove the husks and silks from the corn and rinse the ears of corn. Tags: Football

Cut the kernels from the cob into a large bowl.

Flip your knife over and run the dull side of the knife down the cob to get all of the juice out of the
cob.

In a large skillet, heat the bacon grease or butter until melted and hot.

Dump in the corn and cook over medium heat for about 5 minutes, stirring occasionally.
Sprinkle the sugar and cornmeal over the corn and give it a stir.

Pour in the heavy cream and Parmesan cheese. Stir until combined.

Allow to cook for 5 more minutes or until heated through.
