Ingredients
•   2 1/2 cup chopped iceberg
•   2 ear grilled corn cut off cob
•   1/2 cup grape tomatoes quartered
•   2/3 cup Blueberries
•   4 slice bacon cooked and crumbled
•   1  grilled chicken breast chopped
•   1/3 cup crumbled feta
•   1/2 tsp salt
•   1/2 tsp pepper
•   2  limes juiced
•   2 tsp honey
•   1 tsp red wine vinegar
•   2 tsp olive oil

Instructions
In a large bowl, mix together lettuce, corn, chicken, avocado, blueberries, tomatoes, bacon and
feta. Sprinkle with salt and pepper then toss thoroughly.

In a smaller bowl, whisk together lime juice, honey, olive oil and vinegar. Pour over salad, then
toss once more. Serve with tortillas chips.
