Ingredients
•   3/4 cup milk
•   2 tbsp melted butter slightly cooled
•   1  large eggs
•   1/2 tsp vanilla
•   1 tbsp sugar
•   1 cup flour
•   2 tsp baking powder
•   1/4 tsp salt
•   1 cup Blueberries

Instructions
Preheat oven to 350.

Lightly grease an 8&times;8 baking dish. In a large mixing bowl, whisk together milk, butter, egg, and vanilla. Add sugar,
flour, baking powder and salt.   Carefully stir in blueberries.  Pour batter into pan.

Bake for 20-25 minutes. Serve with butter and maple syrup.
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
